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Day 1
Arrive in Bangkok. Meet-and-greet by the company’s 
representative.

Day 2
Early breakfast at the hotel.

Day 3
Early breakfast at the hotel.
The guests are invited for a short sightseeing tour 
including a visit to a crocodile farm (crocodile show, 
the Million Years Stone Park, mini zoo), a wellness 
latex factory and a major jewelry factory.
Lunch in a seafood restaurant.
